Symbolism

The crown and cypher customarily change with each
succeeding monarch and they represent service to
the Sovereign. The grenade, named for its similarity
to a pomegranate, was a small bomb composed
simply of a hollow iron ball filled with explosive and
detonated with a simple fuse. It gave rise to a type of
infantryman called a Grenadier who was specially
trained and equipped for throwing grenades.
